Homework
 Homework will be assigned in order to provide each student with the opportunity to practice important skills, and prepare for upcoming activities, assignments, and assessments. These assignments will allow students to demonstrate mastery of content and obtain a deeper understanding of the content. Some independent projects may require some work out of class.
 In English students will have reading homework nightly (30 minutes of reading outside of school).  All other homework will be written down in the homework notebook. 
In Math class there will be nightly homework that should not take more than 20 minutes.  The homework will usually be a skill that we have worked on in class and the student will practice at home.  Math homework is important to me because it helps guide my future lessons for your child.  
Homework will be turned in the following day to the homework basket.  I like to involve other family members with the homework.  Be prepared to share some family stories with your children and some family numbers (birthdays, square feet, baby weights, heights, family recipes).

 Students that do not turn in homework will complete homework during “student free time”.
