Use your best judgment.   This is not meant to frustrate your child!

	1.  Locate by coloring all the word wall words from the poem with a light colored crayon.

	2.  Illustrate the poem, include good details.  

	3.  Illustrate a character from the poem.  Write a name if it’s included in the poem.

	4.  Illustrate the setting from the poem.

	Comprehension Level

	1.  Change the ending to the poem.  Illustrate and/or write a sentence to go with your new ending. 

	2.  Illustrate the setting and write a phrase (i.e., “on a hill,”  “in the garden”).

	3.  Illustrate one event from the poem.  Write any words that will help the reader.

	4.  Write (or draw) the beginning, the middle, the end of the poem.

	Higher Level Thinking

	1.  Produce a three scoop ice cream cone to go with the book (draw an ice cream cone and draw items from the story characters, setting, and events). 
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	2.  Compare/Contrast a character from the story to yourself. How are you alike/different?  (example, Jill is a girl.  I am a girl.)

	3.  Create a new poem by changing the character names, settings, or events.  (i.e., you can use your name, your favorite place, and your favorite thing to do)

	4.  Evaluate the story (what part of the story did you like, what part would you change?).


Note:  When children are completing the homework, every word does not need to be spelled correctly.  Word Wall Words and word in the poem should be, but other words should be spelled like the hear it.  For example, the word plate can be written “plat” because they do not hear the silent e.  It is more important that children are comfortable with writing, rather than worried about spelling.  (
